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LETTER FROM NANCY MISSLER

How fortunate we are at WSGM to be honoured with some insightful truths from well known
author Nancy Missler. Here she answers questions put to her by Lorraine Addison.

1) Describe what caused you to know the “more excellety?”
God totally “cornered” me! He created a situatidmere there was no other place
to run for an answer. | had visited all the colmrse read all the books, taken all
the classes and tried all the emotions in ordéixtmy marriage. But, nothing had
worked; nothing had changed and | was miserable.

The night it all came to a head, | had a really figlat with Chuck. In the middle
of which | had yelled at him: “don’t you ever wanthear what God wants to say
to you?” |, of course, meant if he would justdistto God, God would tell him
how messed up he was. Chuck, however, turned tamuieaid something | will
never, as long as | live, forget. He simply sélon’t you let Him?” Meaning, |
was in the way of his hearing God!

After that horrible encounter, | ran to my bedroand fell flat on my face
sobbing. That's when in my mind | heard God s3aficy, | love you and am
going to show you a new way to love. Do you tidst?”

| responded: “God, I've tried all the ways there.afThere are no others.” Again,
God spoke: “Nancy, | love you. Will you trust M&®ill you choose My way?”
Finally, crying convulsively, | said: “Lord, | donunderstand what You want of
me, but | don’t want to follow my own self-centenedys anymore. They don't
work. I'm so unhappy. I'm willing to do anythingou want me to do in order to
change the situation. Make me into the woman@naick needs.”

| finally just came to the end of myself and contglg open to what God wanted.
And, that was the beginning of the change in meldzal to finding God's more
excellent way!

2) How have you learned to be patient with Goutrgértg?
Waiting for God to answer our prayers can be véficdlt. His answers will
come only inHis timing and inHisway. Learning to be patient and trusting God
during this time is absolutely critical.

Whether we advance in our walk with the lord, withel from Him or stay where
we are, all depends upon how we respond to His tégaith. If we grow
impatient, it will be detrimental to our walk. Wust bear all He allows, trust in

His timing and be assured that He knows exactlyt\whas doing.
| personally learned these lessons in my 10 yesithe dark night of the soul.” |
learned how to stand still, even when | wanted ¢éwen how to rest in His
promises, even when | didn’t see anything happea h@w to stop asking “why”
even when | knew there must be a reason. Isaidl® % one of the Scriptures
God gave me during this difficult period of timk.says we are not “to compass
ourselves about with [our own] sparks and notdbtlour own fires,” but we are
to “trust in Him and stay only upon Him.” With Higlp, | learned how to do this:
through the death of our oldest son, through ots@®l and corporate bankruptcy
procedures and through the loss of our home angegsmns because it was at the
epicenter of a 6.8 earthquake.

Standing still simply means choosing, by faithcémstantly remain quiet and
cooperate with God. Yielding ourselves completelidim in this time is, of
course, the opposite of what we want to do. Stansiill means: 1) continually
taking every thought captive; 2) confessing anéngipg of those things that
quench His Spirit; 3) giving these to God; andeflacing them with the Word of
God. This is key!

Only abiding in Him, trusting Him completely andstiag in His promises will
allow us to get through these difficult times ofitivay rapidly.

3) Do you feel that we in the church need a deepe

understanding of God’s Love and why?

This is exactly the reason | wrote the bddle Way of Agape.

Even back in 1979, when I first began teaching &Bmd’s Love, one could feel
God'’s Love “growing cold” in the Body of Christ. @thew 24:12) But, it was
nothing compared to the lack of Love we all expgzein the church today.
Today, the number of Christian separations andrdesohave even superceded
secular ones. Also, the believers who have beeparably hurt either by other
church members or someone in the pastorate h&stgmce the 70’'s. And,
finally, the kids who have grown up in Christiamimes, but because of a poor
witness have turned to drugs, alcohol and otheictidds for fulfillment is
astounding. All this is occurring, | believe, basa of a lack of God’s Love.

So do | feel the church is in need of a deeper nstaleding of God’s Love?

Absolutely. In honesty, | believe the mainstreami§ian church doesn’t
even know what God'’s Love is, let alone undersianiany of the
churches believe and teach that God’s Love isdhgeshing as human
love, only just more of it. They also believe thmbrder to love others, we
must first love ourselves. They forget tigape is God Himself and the
only way His Love can flow out to others isn€ get out of the way—if
there is a death to self. It's not that we arlot® ourselves more. That's
the problem to begin with! We must learn to “demnyselves,” turn around
and love God first. Then, we will have His Love @hers. God's Love, in
reality, is totally opposite to our human love.

It's critical we not only learn what His Love isdihow it differs from
human love, but also how to experience that Loveiwselves and how to
pass it on. Jesus tells us throughout the Bilgdehlis Love is the meaning
and purpose of our lives as believers. It is htivexs will know we are
Christians; it's what proves we are abiding in Hang it's what shows that
we love Him.

Agape Love is essential for the church not only to untierd, but to live!

4) The Survival Kit Prayer leads one to say “Lardange

me.” What encouragement can you share?

After being a believer for over 50 years, the thimgt has changed my life
more than anything else and that keeps me abidiftjm, is the daily
application of the Survival Kit Prayer.

Those four steps are the “key” to my Christian walit only in the past,
but in my present daily walk. If | stopped makihgse choices, | would
immediately go back to the way | was 30 years aguken, emotionally
unloved, confused and with no meaning or purposeyitife.
Consequently, | do these four steps every day ofifeand if | am
experiencing a tough time (pride, hurts, bitternes$orgiveness, etc.), | do
them many, many times a day. The freedom, lovedarn and ability that
God bestows upon me when | am faithful to stayrided for His use, is
something | never want to lose. It brings suchmmgpand purpose to my
life.

So the encouragement | would give is simply thiEMER STOP!!! Never
stop laying yourself before the Lord, surrendegmgrself, relinquishing
yourself. It's the key to everything in the Chiast life!

5) What are some of the steps we can take to ldtvi@ok

in our husband’s life?

The steps | have personally learned to take inrdadallow God to work in
Chuck’s life are the same steps | have been rafgtd in the above
questions. It's the four steps of the Survival Rityer—the steps to
staying clean before the Lord.

As a result of confessing and repenting of my oimngiving it to God and
then, getting into His Word, God gives me His Lé»eChuck, His wisdom
as to when and how to respond and His ability awdep to walk these
things out in my life.

It seems the more | live the message of God'’s Ltheemore Chuck sees a
example that he wants to be like and the more hliag to let the Holy
Spirit change him.

This definitely does not mean being a “doormatfetting Chuck walk all
over me. God’s Love has a “tough side” also, anihose times where |
need to “take a stand,” God gives me the wordstldtrength to do so.
It's interesting because Chuck always seems to kmban my response is
“in the spirit” and when it's “in the flesh.” Whetis in the spirit, he
receives it openly. When it's in the flesh, heradatly refuses to listen.
Bottom line is the more | let God change me ints ifiage, the more
Chuck seems to fall in love with me. And, thatsrth everything! It's the
answer to my prayer 30 years ago!

Sapture tells us that the older wome
are to teach the younger ones. After followingltbed for over 50 years
and learning, by experience, how to live the Claistife, | hope these
remarks will be helpful. Always rememb
the choice is yours; but the Love, wisdol
and power will be of the Lord.
