It was an excited atmosphere as we settled in and met our
presenters, Aleida Falkiner and Paul Hills, both very experienced
in prayer ministry and counselling. After evening worship Aleida
reinforced our secured and powerful authority through Jesus and
the weapons of warfare we've been assigned as Victors not
Victims. She finished with an invitation for anyone to see her for
personal support and she was very busy for the rest of the
weekend! Saturday began with covering prayer and led into an
amazing day. Paul Hills encouraged us to work actively in restoring
heart connections; our relationships and within the Body of Christ
for unity in God’s purpose. Then Abida Francois presented her
riveting testimony. From a Muslim background she overcame
cultural and religious demands on her way to Jesus. Her passion
to serve God by supporting destitute communities in India was
both humbling and exhilarating. She later spoke over guests in a
powerful display of the Holy Spirit. After more heartening corporate
prayer guests enjoyed some free time for fellowship, further
meditation, walking in the peace of the bush or visiting Montville.
We regathered in the evening, sharing a lively dinner with new
friends. Later Yvonne Hall sang, without accompaniment, in a
beautiful honouring of the Lord. This followed with a visual
reminder from Lorraine to continue striving up our personal
mountains, with full certainty -

Aekyung and |
shared about Wives Support Group Ministry, and her eyes grew in
wonder. She said she was alone, her husband and children did not
go to church. She had struggled to come to the church camp
because she was alone. Tears filled our eyes as we saw how God
had orchestrated our meeting. We knew His intervention would
bring hope and encouragement to many other women in her
church through WSGM. Also....

A radio interview focusing on Wives Support Group Ministry caught
her attention. She listened and took down the details for her friend,
who she felt needed such a ministry. That was 15 years ago. She
found the details about WSGM when her need was great, and
decided to call. We met together, and she found understanding,
affirmation and identity. She began to be real, and poured out her
heart----Someone's unavailability to come to the Prayer Summit
made it possible to offer her a place. She came, not knowing what
to expect.
